3. Installation of the pipes

f plastic pipes are used, they must be sealed using TEFLON tape .

The diameter of the delivery and suction pipes must be greater than or equal to that of the
pump inlet and outlet ports. Try to limit head losses by minimizing the length of the suction
pipe and avoiding having bends and twisty pipe routings as possible .Unions must be new and
perfectly clean to guarantee absolute tightness.




The delivery and suction pipes must not under any circumstances induce mechanical loads
on the pump.
It is recommended to install suction and delivery valves in order to isolate the pump.

4. Electrical Installation

The user shall inspect and make sure about the effectiveness of protective earthing of the
building installation. In such case, an authorized qualified person shall inspect the building
installation.

It is obligatory for the pump electrical power supply to have residual current device (RCD)
having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30 mA.

After filling the pump with water, open all the suction and delivery valves and start the motor.

7. Servicing

Dur pumps require no particular servicing .1t is nevertheless recommended to clean the
pre-filter periodically . This is a simple operation, close the suction and delivery valves, loosen
the bklack nuts and remcve the pre-filter cover, withdraw the filtering basket and clean
it .Examine the pre-filter cover gasket and replace it if damaged .If the pump is not used over
the winter period, it must be emptied (by removing the drain plug) te avoid damage throught
freezing, cleaned and stored in a dry and well aired place. In the event of failure, do not try to
epair the pump, contact our technical service.

Do be sure to disconnect the pump from electric supply before any servicing is carried out.
